
Examine the roles and responsibilities of professionals in law enforcement, security, corrections and fire and 

emergency services. Explore the interconnectivity of local, state, and federal law enforcement agencies.  

Explore the federal and state court systems. Identify roles of judicial officers and the trial processes from pretrial 

through sentencing and appeals and examine the types and rules of evidence. Emphasis is placed on trial advocacy 

and on practical courtroom procedures.    

This course is a continuation of the Courts I class with a special emphasis on Texas State Courts and Trial Advocacy. 

Students may participate in Mock Trial Workshop and a Mock Trial Competition. This course is designed for students 

interested in a career in the legal field.
